Actually the same phenomenon occurs in a straight
line, and | was noticing thias we headed home recently

Imagine you aredrivingp a str ai ght stretch of high
hard. The yellow line on your left ext@sto the horizon as does the white line on your right.
The farther you look ahead the more it appears that these two lines appear to be converging.
you advance towartthe horizon the lines diverge separate. This is particularly notable if the
hi ghway is straight and going uphill. Ch

Now, what does this phenomenon have to do with curddssame thing occurs as you
drive into a curve With one slight difference, if the curvebsoad and sweeping, the amount of
convergence is slight. Il n ot her words, t
very much. In most cases you canmiain your speed and just lean into the curve and then
straighten her out as you come out the other side. Also, in most cases gee edlrthe way
through the arve. This type of arc, or curve is identified as an increasing radius. An example
is thecurve on Highway 70 right after you pass the main exit to WSMR.

On the other hand, if the lines appear to tighten up, that curve is very tight and you shot
be aware of that. Successful negotiation of this curve will require recognizing the facisthat it
tight BEFORE you enter the curve, slowing down slightly and then accelerating as you enter t
curve and maintaining your speed as you ride through and exit the curve. This type of arc is
referred to as a decreasing radius.
