Weôve all used the term group riding, but is that really what we want to do?  Is there a difference between 

groups riding and this thing called ñTeam Ridingò?  Definitely!  Group riding generally includes a group of 

motorcycles more or less headed in the same direction.  This can be a group that meets for breakfast and then 

leave the parking lot, more or less headed in the same direction, but eventually they will all go their separate 

ways.  No one is in charge.  There is no determined speed.  The Toys for Tots rides are a perfect example of 

group riding.  ñGentlemen/women, start your enginesò and off you go as several hundred motorcycles battle for 

position.  The term ñorganized chaosò comes to mind. 

 

Team riding on the other hand, begins with the premise that the riders comprise a ñteamò.  First, no team 

consists of more than five motorcycles.  Second, the members of the team are willing to subjugate their riding 

styles to the team.  The overall objective of the team is to arrive at a given destination, at a more or less 

determined time, with scheduled stops, and to do so safely and efficiently. .  [NOTE:  If a team member finds 

the team riding style unacceptable, he/she should be allowed to either ride ahead or drop back and meet 

the team at the agreed upon designation.] 

 

The Team:  Members agree to ride with and work with other team members for the safety and protection of 

other Team Members.  Team Members should maintain a steady speed and consistent spacing.  They should be 

alert and notify other members of obstacles, road conditions or other potential hazards which may affect the 

safety of the team.  Team Members should maintain a safe riding distance depending on road conditions.  The 

Team Point or Lead and the Team Captain may be considered the team coaches.    [NOTE:  While the Team 

Point leads the ride, the Team Captain CONTROLS the ride.] 

 

Team Separation:  When more than one team exists, teams should be separated on the highway by no less than 

200 yards, preferably 400 yards.  This allows other vehicles to pass the team safely without endangering 

themselves or the motorcyclists. 

 

Formation:  Each team should travel in a staggered formation with a 2 - 3 second interval between 

motorcycles.  The Lead, or Point motorcycle, should ride, on a two-lane road, near the center line.  On a multi-

lane highway, unless passing, the Point should ride in the extreme right lane, again near the laneôs dividing line.  

The second rider will ride to the right of the Point, the third rider to the left of the second rider, and so on.  The 

fifth rider, known as the Team Captain, brings up the rear.  [Note: Remember, the Team Captain controls the 

ride.] 

 

Entering Traffic :  When entering traffic from a parking lot, rest area, etc., the Team Captain, enters first and 

takes a position in the center of the traffic lane.  This will allow the team point and other members to move into 



position.  This must be done cautiously, yet quickly, and every member should be ready to move out quickly 

and assume their position. 

 

PassingðSingle Lane: :  When passing on a two-lane road, the team point determines when it is necessary to 

pass and relays this information to the other members.  The Team Members will then form a single lane and 

following the Team Pointôs  lead will pass when safe.  The Team Point must insure that he/she moves far 

enough ahead of the passed vehicle to allow other Team Members to pass safely.  Each Team Member should 

verify that it is safe to pass before doing so. [NOTE:  It is essential that the Team Point put enough distance 

between his/her motorcycle and the vehicle being passed to allow the other four motorcycles to pass 

safely.] 

 

PassingðMulti -Lane:   In this situation, the Team Point will notify the Team  Captain of the need to pass a 

slower moving vehicle.  The Team Captain will, when safe, position his/her motorcycle in the center of the 

passing lane and block following traffic.  The Captain will notify the point when he/she is in place and, when 

safe, the members of the Team will pass, in order from back to front, until all are in the passing lane.  The Point 

will then proceed to move far enough ahead to allow the Team Captain to pass the slower moving vehicle.  The 

Captain will then notify the others when he/she has passed and when safe, will move back into the right lane, 

followed by other Team members; the Team Point will be the last to merge into the right lane.
