Mot orcycle Riderds Pledge to Safety

The number of people who own and operate motorcycles continues to grow. Consequently,
the number of motorcycle related fatalities is also increasing. While some motorcycle accidents

are impossible to prevent due to the actions of other drivers, too many of the fatalities we are
experiencing are the direct result of poor decision making by the person riding the motorcycle.
Frankly, accident investigations often reveal tha

disregard for laws, lowered standards  of conduct, and lack of self -discipline, and are absolutely
preventable. The adrenaline rush and the feeling of freedom motorcycle riders often seek can

make the rider lose focus on the reality of how much power a motorcycle has, and how powerless

a rider can be when something goes wrong. Unexpected dips in the road, debris on the street,
and inattentive drivers are among the things that can be very dangerous for a motorcycle rider.

And it is not always the young and inexperienced rider who gets killed i n an accident.
Complacency is your enemy when you ride on two wheels. There is simply no margin for error
when all that stands between you and another vehicle, the street or an immovable object is

nothing more than your helmet and the clothes on your bac k. One fatality is too many, but the
rate at which people are dying on motorcycles is completely unacceptable.

You are our most valuable asset; you are irreplaceable in this country.  To your friends and
family you are absolutely unique and priceless. We cannot afford to lose you to a careless,

preventable accident. Thi s pledge is not a | egal document, a
review it.  We are not trying to catch you in a technicality or ruin the enjoyment you
derive from riding your bike. Inst ead, we are offering you an opportunity to pledge your

commitment to safely operate your motorcycle in every situation, watch out for your fellow
riders, and come back alive.

T-CLOCS was developed by the Motorcycle Safety Foundation to assist motorcycle drivers in completing a comprehensive pre-
ride (or pre-purchase) motorcycle inspection. T-CLOCS is easily memorized and very useful. The individual letters stand for the
specific areas to be checked. This T-CLOCS inspection should be conducted at least twice a year to ensure safe riding.
