  On Oct. 30, Ronnie, Sallie and their friends, Dale Dent and Mary Jo Scroggins, took a 4 day, 100 0 mile 

trip to the Big Bend area.  Dale has a 2008 Gold Wing, Roadsmith trike.  We left Clovis in 37 degree 

weather, which required our heated gear for most of the day.  Even as we headed south, the temperature 

did not come up much.  The wind did blow up t o 20 mph that day.  As any of you know who have made the trip, 

it is pretty uneventful until you reach Balmorhea; from there to Ft Davis is a pretty good motorcycle road.  

We spent the night in Ft Davis and the next morning, drove up to the McDonald Observ atory, which is also a 

good ride.  From there we took Highway 118 north for a few miles before getting on Highway 166, which 

loops back through the Davis Mountains and comes back east into Ft. Davis.  The ride was fantastic, with no 

wind and about 60 degre e temperature.  We took 118 on into Alpine, where we refueled and headed to 

Telingua, where we spent the 2nd night.  It was quite a ride from Alpine to Tergingua, very scenic in places 

and the weather was perfect.  After a good breakfast we refueled again and headed into Big Bend National 

Park.  The temperature climbed into the low 70's  without wind, making it a very pleasurable ride.  I had been 

to the park a couple of times before, but only did a ride through.  This time, we made all the side trips and 

st ops at scenic turnouts.  There is a lot of interesting information at these stops.  

  

I would remind anyone going into the park that there are park rangers and they do have radar!  I am 

living testimony to this!  The road was such a good cycle road and the weather was so gorgeous that I let 

myself get carried away and ran across the ranger.  His radar was working and I was stopped, receiving a 

speeding ticket.  The only saving grace was that it was a federal ticket and does not go on your driving 

record.  Th at was the only blemish in an otherwise wonderful day, but it was my own fault.  
  

 On returning , we took the road from the  Rio Grande, then  the road to Chisos Basin Lodge.  During my 

last 2 trips I had never taken this road.  Big mistake!  This is absolute ly the highlight of any trip into the 

park.  It is like a different world compared to the rest.  Absolutely gorgeous!  From the lodge, where we had 

lunch, you look through a gap in the mountains down onto the plains below.  Also, the altitude is higher the re, 

so escape from the heat is possible.  After lunch we headed to Panther Junction to refuel , and left the Park 

at the entrance near Panther Junction.  We r eached Ft Stockton before nightfall and spent the 3rd night 

there.  The ride in the next day was al so perfect with the temperature in the high 60's and low 70's, with no 

wind. 

 

 The trip is good for a long weekend.  It is best to take four days, even though I have done it in three.
