Summary of findings(findings 46 to49 out of

1 Safety helmet use caused no
attenuation of critical traffic sounds,
no limitation of precrash visual
field, and no fatigue or loss of
attention; no element of accident
causation was related helmet use.

1 FEMVSS 218 provides a high level of
protection in traffic accidents, and
needs modification only to increase
coverage at the back of the head and
demonstrate impact protection of the
front of full facial coverage helmets,
and insure all aduliizes for traffic
use are covered by the standard.

1 Helmeted riders and passengers
showed significantly lower head and
neck injury for all types of injury, at
all levels of injury severity.

1 The increased coverage of the full
facial coverage helmet increases
protection, and significantly reduces
face injuries.
