First things first.  CONGRATULATIONS to GORDON and PAZ for the work they did in planning the various 

components of our recent District Rally.  It seemed to me that most folks who attended had a great time.  So, thanks 

guys.  We appreciate it. 

 

A few comments about the two Rider Ed seminars we offered at the rally.  Thanks to those who attended and 

contributed to the discussions on Team Riding and the Co-Rider seminar.  The main focus of both these seminars 

dealt with COMMUNICATION.  Iôm not going to go over all the aspects of Communication just some of the 

highlights we discussed. 

 

In Team Riding, communication starts the minute someone suggests a ride and a group of folks agree to take part in 

the ride.  When, where, what time, and how long are all essential and should be communicated clearly and without 

obfuscation.   

 

The organizer of the ride has to determine who will lead and who will trail.  This information needs to be 

communicated clearly to those participating.  The communication between these two riders is essential in having a 

good, safe ride.  What happens if you donôt like the speed, the road, your position or placement in the group?  

Communicate this to those in charge.  Hopefully, they will accommodate your concern. Still unhappy?  Again, 

communicate this to those in charge and let them know youôre leaving the group.  This is especially important if 

you plan to rejoin the group at a scheduled stop, or if you decide to return home or take a different route.  If you do 

return home, courtesy would suggest you call the group leaderôs home and let them know you returned home 

safely. 

 

We also discussed communications in the Co-Rider seminar.  Itôs obvious that the Co-Rider needs to know where, 

when and how long when they mount the motorcycle, but equally important is knowing when the Co-Rider may 

mount and dismount safely, where and when rest stops will occur, and when it is acceptable for the Co-Rider to 

shift position.  It is also extremely important the Rider pay attention to requests for rest breaks, a request to slow 

down, or any other requests coming from the Co-Rider and do what can be done to accommodate the Co-Rider.  It 

is imperative that the Co-Rider and Rider communicate effectively.  On the other hand, rather than asking the Rider 

to slow down, the Co-Rider should ask the Rider how fast they are traveling.  Often the Co-Riderôs perceived speed 

is much greater than the actual speed.  When traveling in a Group, it is common to have the Lead Rider set the 

cruise control which means others can also set their speeds.  If the Co-Rider is constantly asking ñSlow down.ò It 

interferes with the spacing and speed and cohesion of the entire group. 

 

We also discussed informal communications.  In Team Riding it is essential that the Team Leader and the Drag 

rider be able to communicate quickly and efficiently and that all members of the team be aware of these 

communications.  Consequently, idle chatter while approaching a slower moving vehicle, while being passed, when

approaching an intersection, or any other situations which call for increased vigilance, should be limited or, better 

yet, eliminated.  When either the Leader or Drag cuts in, you should cut out.  Common sense rules, and in Team 

or Group Riding, the Lead and the Drag rule. 
 

Co-Riders can function as a second pair of eyes and should communicate any possible dangerous situation to the 

driver.  On the other hand, communications such as ñDid you see that?ò donôt communicate a whole lot and in fact, 

can be dangerous. This is especially true if said in an alarmed or excited voice.  While the driver is searching for 

ñthatò his/her mind is distracted and focus on the road may be diminished as he/she looks for a hazard ahead, on the 

left, on the right, or behind. Explain what ñthatò is; a dead skunk, a deer, a junked antique car, a fruit stand?  And 

state where. ñOn the left. A nude sunbather.ò Now, thatôs communicating.  Also a good way to get the Rider to 

slow down. 

 

One final thought about communication relates to just riding in general, especially if youôre riding alone, which 

many of us do.  Be sure to communicate your destination and route to someone prior to your departure.  Especially 

important is letting someone know when you expect to return.  If your return is in a couple of hours and six or more 

hours have passed, maybe someone ought to be out looking for you.  Where do they start looking? If you have 

communicated effectively, and if there has been a problem, hopefully things can be handled quickly and safely.  

There have been a number of recent news reports of car accidents where drivers were trapped for a week or so 

before being found. So, let folks know where youôre going and how long you expect to be gone.  If you are going to 

be late, please contact someone and let them know so you wonôt have folks at home needlessly worried. 

 

So, thatôs kind of a re-cap of the two seminars offered at the rally.  Again, thanks to those who attended, and a 

special thanks to Gordon and Paz for their hard work.

MY TWO CENTS WORTH  

PURELY AN OPINION

I am sick and tired of reading about motorcyclists who are injured, and, in all too many cases, killed by drivers of 

automobiles who turn in front of the motorcyclist causing an accident or who drive over the motorcyclist who is 

traveling in the same direction or is stopped at a stop sign or signal light.  So far this year weôve had two deaths 

occur when the automobile drivers turned in front of a cyclist or failed to stop at a stop sign. 

 

Statistics show that most motorcycle accidents that involve another vehicle are generally caused by the other 

vehicle and almost 80 percent occur directly in front of the motorcycle.  Statistics also show that most of these 

accidents involve a car turning left in front of a motorcycle.  Until we develop motor vehicles which can sense 

another vehicle in their immediate line of travel and can act independently of the driver to avoid the other vehicle 

we will have ñaccidents.ò  But, that isnôt really what bothers me most. 

 

What bothers meða lotðis that all too often our legal system doesnôt deal with these ñaccidentsò in what I feel is 

an appropriate manner.  When a car or truck runs a stop light or stop sign a crime has been committed. When a car 

or truck turns in front of an on-coming vehicle and causes an accident, a crime has been committed.  When a car or 

truck runs over another vehicle that is stationary, a crime has been committed.  In many, if not most, of these 

scenarios, the driver of the offending vehicle is cited.  Failure to Yield is the most common citation. 

 

But, what happens when a serious injury occurs?  What happens when a death is the result of the ñaccident?ò  How 

does a citation for Failure to Yield fit into this scenario?  It doesnôt does it, and yet, that is exactly what generally 

happens to those involved in maiming or killing a motorcyclist.  And the newspaper will sadly point out that the 

motorcyclist was not wearing a helmet.  Who the h*ll cares if a helmet was being worn or not.  In New Mexico the 

law states that if you are over 18 years of age you DO NOT NEED TO WEAR A HELMET.  While I personally 

think anyone who doesnôt use a helmet all the time is really taking a huge risk, this is the riderôs responsibility and 

right. 

 



There should be legislation to insure that when serious accidents occur, often because of inattention, the usual ñI 

didnôt see the motorcycleò, excuse, something more meaningful than a citation for Failure to Yield should be 

issued.  Maybe there already is such legislation and our District Attorney just 

isnôt prosecuting these cases to the full extent of the law. 

 

At any rate, Iôm sick and tired of these situations and am contacting 

our District Attorney to see what if anything can be done about this.
